April, closed the lobby to City Hall, suspended non-essential rentals
of the Community Center, and passed an ordinance allowing the
Mayor to declare an emergency. The lobby of City Hall, and
suspension of community center rentals, were extended to April
24th by a declaration of emergency by the Mayor. The
Columbia/Boone County Department of Public Health and Human
Services issued a stay-at-home order. Help stop the spread of
COVID-19 and flatten the curve by following the recommendations
of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and
Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services (DHSS).

Across the county there is an alarming decrease in child abuse and
neglect (CA/N) hotline calls.

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Now is a good time to respond to the 2020 Census. Being counted in the
census will shape our community for the next decade. The statistics from
the Census affect representative districts at all levels of government,
funding for roads, schools, and public works, and much more. As of March
31st, Hallsville has the highest self-response rate in Boone County at 41%.
There is still time to be counted by visiting my2020census.gov. We should
know our local counts next year by April 1st.

We have a new City Attorney named Jackie Rodgers, Jr. from
Smith Lewis law firm. Discussions regarding the wastewater system
are progressing. To date, we have passed an ordinance to call an
election, sent requests for proposals for purchase of the wastewater
system, hosted a public meeting 30 days before the election, held an
election, sent requests for qualifications/proposals out for appraisal,
and discussed the proposals. We are looking into professional
companies to create a :
new city website.
This will allow a
better way of
interacting with the
city. Lastly, Chariton
Valley is building a :
central office at the  IlFfs"s
corner of Bertie Ave and North St. This central offlce will offer
fiber internet to our community.

Trash pick-up is Wednesday and should be set
out at curbside the night before. No yard
waste or brush is allowed in your trash collection.
Dayne’s will pick up trash on all holidays except Christmas Day.

Recycling Information
& Only plastics #1 thru #7, tin cans and aluminum cans

will be picked up curbside in the clear plastic recycling

‘ bags. No cardboard, paper, magazines, or any other
fiber items will be accepted. If there is paper or

cardboard in your recycling bags, they will not be picked up.

Curbside pickup of recycling is every Friday. All recycling bags

must be at curbside the night before. Recyclables must be bagged

in the clear plastic bags that are provided by the City. Paper,

magazines and cardboard can be recycled at the recycling bin
located at the Community Center.

Bulky Trash Information

Bulky trash day is the 3" Wednesday of the month. Bulky trash
items include furniture, mattresses, foundations, televisions,
microwaves, and other sizable waste materials that two men can
lift.  Refrigerators, ice makers, freezers, stoves, washing
machines, water tanks, and window air conditioners will be
picked up if you call City Hall to schedule a special weekend
pick up. No construction debris or tires will be picked up.

All customer service calls, including missed trash, renting a dumpster, setting
up or changing service, is handled by City Hall staff at 573-696-3885.

Sewer Consumption

The change to your sewer consumption will be on your bill due
May 10™. This is due to your sewer consumption being re-averaged
from your water usage in January, February, and March 2020.

Section 215.030 Public Nuisances.
The following acts are determined by the

online. Accumulations or disposal of trash, lumber which is not
piled or stacked more than twelve (12) inches off the ground,
earth, ashes, mortar, papers, stone, brick, rock, tin, steel, dirt,
manure, filth, excrement, chips or rubbish of any description,
cesspools, drains, garbage or any other animal or vegetable
substances, unless the accumulations or disposal of such items
in such place is specifically authorized by law; Burning of refuse
or other material in such a manner as to cause or permit the smoke,
ashes, soot, or gases to be sensed by any person or neighborhood,;
Leaving, or permitting to be or remain in or upon any sidewalk,
steps, or other public walkway in the City, any one or more of,
but not limited to, the following conditions or things: Mud,
debris, garbage, or other items or substances upon the surface
which might cause a pedestrian to lose footing; A swimming
pool or any other pool of water that is more than twenty-four (24)

inches deep that is not enclosed by a fence which does not meet or
exceed the following standard: chain-link wire fence or a vertical
board fence at least forty-eight (48) inches [four (4) feet] in height
with a gate of the same height that if left unlocked when pool is not
in use and attended will constitute a public nuisance. Barbed wire,
electric, sheet metal, plastic construction fencing and in fences are
prohibited; Non-licensed vehicles, including, but not limited to,
recreational vehicles, boats, trailer, and construction
equipment, which are not stored in an accessory building,
carport or garage so that they may not be seen; Any outdoor
storage of items including, but not limited to, non-working
automobiles, parts of derelict cars or trucks, household appliances
and broken furniture that is not enclosed by a fence at least forty-
eight (48) inches in height with a lockable gate. Said gate which is
left unlocked when yard is not occupied will constitute a public
nuisance.

Section 215.040 Debris on Property.

Any lot or land shall be a public nuisance if it has the presence of
debris of any kind, including, but not limited to, weed cuttings, cut
and fallen or hazardous trees and shrubs, overgrown vegetation and
noxious weeds which are seven (7) inches or more in height,
rubbish and trash, lumber not piled or stacked twelve (12) inches
off the ground, rocks or bricks, tin, steel, parts of derelict cars or
trucks, broken furniture, any flammable material which may
endanger public safety or any material which is unhealthy or unsafe
and declared to be a public nuisance. Owners or occupants shall
be responsible for maintenance of adjacent local road public
right-of-way within the City of Hallsville, including: Properly
mowing the grassed or vegetated area to prevent from being a
public nuisance at seven (7) inches or more in height; Trimming
around all vertical objects; Where present, sidewalks adjoining
the property shall be maintained to control the growth of grass and
weeds, both between the sidewalk joints and alongside both sides of
the sidewalk and edge of pavement; Where present, vegetation
around curbs, gutters, culverts and catch basins shall be
maintained to control the growth of grass and weeds, alongside
of and between the curb, gutter, culvert and catch basin joints.
Clean-up of cut vegetation from road, sidewalk, curb, gutter, culvert
and catch basin surfaces.
